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Squirrel 
CLASS LEARNING
Science
As scientists, Squirrels will be learning about forces and magnets. They will explore contact and non-contact forces, investigate how magnets work, and test magnetic and non-magnetic materials through simple experiments.
Spanish
Squirrels will continue to develop their counting (numbers up to 20) and learning how to greet one another. They will also be learning their phonics from the letter C.
PE:  - Mondays and Thursdays
P.E. sessions will include ball skills, invasion games and developing their hand-eye coordination as well as dance where children will be choreographing their own routines together in pairs and small groups.
Religious Education
In RE, we will be learning about Islam. We will explore key beliefs and practices, including why Muslims pray at regular intervals. We will consider the question: Does praying at regular intervals help Muslims in their everyday life? and reflect on how faith can guide daily actions and routines.
We will then be learning about Christianity, focusing on the Gospel.
We will explore the question: What is the good news that Jesus brings?  We will learn about Jesus’ teachings, stories, and messages of love, forgiveness, and hope, and how these are important to Christians today.
Maths- 
Squirrels will be learning about fractions, multiplication and division, as well as length and perimeter, and mass and capacity.
We will practise problem-solving and real-life applications to build confidence and understanding in these key areas.
Art:
In Art this term, we will be creating batik artworks using tjantings (traditional wax tools). We will learn how to apply warm wax to fabric to make patterns and designs, then add colour with dyes or paints. This process helps develop creativity, fine motor skills and an understanding of cultural art techniques.
History - as Historians, we will be learning about ‘The Anglo-Saxons’: the way they lived, how they survived and the similarities and differences between their way of life and that of Roman Britain.
Geography – as Geographers, we will learn what rivers are and how they impact the lives of others.
English – 
The books we are exploring are: The Crown and Winter’s Child
Our grammar focus will be:
· Using inverted commas to demarcate dialogue between characters
· Creating sentences with fronted adverbials
· Using commas to mark clauses in complex sentences
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
