This newsletter provides an overview of what we will do in class for term 3 and 4. It also confirms class routines and expectations. Please share this with your child. 

Dear Otters, 
What a great start to Term 3! Here’s what we will be learning and enjoying for the spring terms: 
Term 3
English: This term we will be reading Ossiri and the Bala Mengro. Ossiri and her family are Romani, nomadic people who make a living by recycling settled people's castoffs into useful things. This tale positively highlights the role of the Travellers in the ecosystem of the land and the modern economy. Tolson's richly coloured illustrations are evocative of folk-art tradition and greatly enhance the narrative. 
We will draw on this story for context as we write a flashback sequel narrative, which includes cohesive devices, varied sentence structure for effect and beautifully punctuated formal and informal dialogue. 
We will also be reading the Shakespeare classic, Romeo and Juliet re-told by Helen Street and illustrated by Charly Cheung. Romeo, son of the Montagues, thinks he’s in love until he meets Juliet, the daughter of the Capulets, and discovers what true love really feels like. But their two families are bitter rivals, and no one must know about their passion and secret marriage.
When Romeo kills Juliet’s cousin in a revenge-fuelled sword-fight, their dream of happiness seems doomed. Can the two families ever be reconciled so Romeo and Juliet can have a life together, or will their plans bring even more tragedy?
Here, we will use the text to practise using modal verbs, subjunctive form and revising the present perfect tense. The written outcome for this text will be a discussion text. 

Maths: We continue our focus on fractions, but then delve into decimals, too. We will also be converting units of measure. 
Science: Our Science topic is all about Forces where we will be exploring what a force is and the effects. As always, there will be some fun and practical experiments along the way. 
History: In History, we will be investigating who are the Windrush Generation and what is their legacy?   
Art: Using a variety of mediums, we will be learning about the works of Charles Fazzino, an American artist, and exploring how different tone and perspective can be achieved when drawing architecture and cityscapes. 
PE: During the Monday sessions, dance will be the focus of this term, which includes building knowledge of choreography and how sections of movement fit together. On Thursdays, you will hone your agility, balance and coordination skills with Get Sported.  
Music: We will be using Sing Up to learn a song called Madina tun Nabi, where its origin lay and how to sing in tune with an instrument. 
RE: Our focus this Term is Buddhism, where we will be enquiring ‘What is the best way for a Buddhist to show commitment to their beliefs?’
PSHE: This Term, we will be focusing on Dreams and Goals; how we can both achieve our own dreams and goals and also help others to achieve theirs. 
Spanish: Our topics for term 3 will focus on learning about traditions in Spain during January, then revision of numbers to 100, days of the week and telling the time. 

Term 4
English: 
Silence Seeker written by Ben Morley and illustrated by Carl Pearce, begins when a new family move in next door to Joe. His Mum says they have travelled a long way and are asylum seekers but Joe mishears and thinks they are Silence Seekers. Excited by the challenge of finding silence in a busy city, Joe befriends his new neighbour and tries his best to help him find what he thinks he is looking for. This story of friendship without words or expectations draws on the natural empathy and understanding between one child and another, however different their histories. It also explores the vibrancy and diversity of city life through gritty, yet child-friendly illustrations that are beautifully atmospheric and evocative. 
In class, we will use this context to form active and passive sentences, understand and try to implement conscious control over sentence structure and revise expanded noun phrases. 
Maths: This will be another jam-packed learning term focusing on ratio, algebra for Y6, area/perimeter/volume and statistics. 
Science: Our Science topic continues deepening our knowledge and understanding of Forces. 
Geography: Building on our knowledge of biomes, we will be asking ‘What is it like to live in the Mojave Desert?’ What is the importance of and the distinct features of desert biomes?
DT: We will be learning the practical art of sewing and how to decorate a pillow. 
PE: Football will be the focus during Monday sessions and street dance on Thursday.
Computing: Here, we intend to complete our video editing topic and begin our new topic in programming. 
RE: In term 4, we use the scheme Understanding Christianity to explore who the people of God are according to Christian belief. 
PSHE: This is all about how to live an active and healthy life, titled: Healthy Me.
Spanish: In term 4, we will be revising numbers to 100, then learning them to 1000. We will then go on to question words with hobbies and the verb ‘me gusta’ (I like).

· PE will be on Mondays and Thursdays. 
· Continue to read daily to build fluency and comprehension. Remember to keep a note in your reading record book to ensure you are in receipt of your precious house points.
· Spelling homework will be posted on Dojo weekly for you to continue the practice at home and revise the learning you do in school. 
· You must complete Doodle Maths assignments and daily practice will truly support your numeracy skills. Doodle Tables must be downloaded separately but we highly encourage all children to utilise this fantastic resource that will support you for life-long learning.
